Specimen Collection

FRESH SPECIMENS

· All fresh specimens received from the Operating Room should be received room 2C533 with the proper identification labels. 

· The labels should include, name of the patient, unit number, tissue type, number of the specimen and site. 
· Each container should have two identification labels. 

· Fresh specimens should be placed in the refrigerator labeled "For Surgical Pathology Specimens" in bldg 10, room 2C533. 

· For specific questions regarding specimens contact the Surgical Pathology

· For Hematopathology specimens please contact the Fellow On-Call or the Hematopathology office at 6-0183. Lymph node biopsies should be delivered to the Hematopathology Section, Bldg 10, Room 2N110 directly for fresh tissue procurement. 

· For any questions regarding tissue submission after 5:00 PM on weekdays or on weekends or holidays, please contact the On-Call Resident through the page operator (6-4567).
FIXED SPECIMENS
· Specimens obtained in the clinics should be fixed in formalin unless otherwise specified and brought to the Surgical Pathology Service, Histology Lab, Bldg 10, Room 2A28, with a corresponding requisition form. Specimens without requisition forms will not be processed until proper identification of the specimen is received in the laboratory. 
· Containers should be properly identified with labels showing, name, unit number of patient, type of specimen, site of biopsy. 

· Containers filled with formalin or other fixative should have a label identifying the fixative (i.e. 10% formalin) 

INFECTIOUS SPECIMENS should be properly labelled and bagged.
