FLOW OF WORK:

· Histology/In-house: If a specimen is grossed in on Monday the slides will     be out on Tuesday afternoon and be shown to an attending on Wednesday morning.

· If a large specimen comes in on Monday, you ink and open it (maybe look for Lymph nodes) on Monday. Then block it in on Tuesday and get the slides on Wednesday, sign it out on Thursday morning. 

· Frozen sections and small biopsies: After being grossed-in in an orange cassette on Monday; the slides will come out the next day on the HOT SEAT tray and show to an attending on that Tuesday.

· Submitted:  Cases are submitted by research nurses and/or outside institutions for either a second opinions or for review so that the patient can be entered into a protocol. If they come in on Monday (before 3PM), the get accessioned Monday and should be in your box on Monday night by 6 PM to sign out Tuesday morning.

· Immunohistochemistry: If not an overnight stain, most stains take one day; if they are in the box in Histology by the evening you will get them by the next afternoon (~4PM).
