ON-CALL:

· Do your weekend call when on Autopsy.

· When on-call during the week:  Call the OR before you leave: 496-5646 to see if there are surgeries still going on, so that you aren’t surprised by a page at 5:30.

· Check the fridge in the frozen section room before you leave and when you arrive in the morning, to check that all of the specimens are taken care of properly.

· You can also check the O.R. video cameras before you leave.
· Cytology: know which attending is on call and how to reach them, which means go down to cytology and ask for their phone number.

· Know how to do a Cytospin on a variety of fluids- so spend a few hours with Anna or Keith before you will be on call and get directions.

· Send bone marrow aspirates and CSF’s to hematology when on call. 

· If a clinician calls you for a non-STAT cytology case, you may tell them to leave the specimen in the fridge that is outside of 2A19.

· Get all the Attendings phone numbers as well as Willie, Jim, Magaly, Kathy.... to have for future reference.
· If you are paged and are at home about a case get the pertinent information about the case:

· Patient’s name and sex?

· Who is the surgeon?

· What is the specimen?

· Are there margins?

· Is there a diagnosis (clinical or pathological)?

· Do they need a stat diagnosis?

· Who are you talking to?

· Was the specimen procured upon? By whom?

· Did they put a requisition in the computer?


· If any questions notify your senior and then the on-call attending immediately.

*****At the end of your service month if you are not going to be physically present at the NCI (meaning you are going on vacation or an outside elective)

· Print you’re pending list. 

· Sign out as many cases as you can on your own.

· Print out another pending list for the resident that will be coming on service and go over each case in detail specifying what is needed to be done on the case so that it will be signed out efficiently. 

· At that point the resident on service should make sure they have all the slides.

· Make sure both of you know how to get in touch with one another

· Let the attendings know who will be taking care of their cases.

· If you are taking fellow residents cases periodically print out their pending list to see that you have addressed all of their pending cases.
