The Center of Excellence in Immunology Steering Committee (CEI SC) convened its monthly meeting on September 15, 2005, at 3:15 p.m. Dr. Jeff Schlom provided an update on the upcoming “Translational Immunology Related to Cancer” conference to be held September 22-23 at the Masur Auditorium. The conference has generated a great deal of interest as nearly 800 participants from NCI, academia, and industry have registered. He informed the CEI SC about the logistics to accommodate speakers and participants. More than 100 posters have been submitted, nearly half of them from the NCI. The meeting package will contain an abstract book as well as a brochure describing the CEI mission and accomplishments. The Committee also discussed ideas for next year’s conference.

Dr. Bob Wiltrout mentioned that the CEI Web site will be updated with text from the CEI brochure, as well as with links to the immunology labs and branches and to postdoctoral opportunities. He added that there has been progress preparing the Inflammation and Cancer Initiative that will coordinate the efforts of basic immunology laboratories in Frederick with carcinogenesis laboratories in Bethesda. Dr. Snorri Thorgeirsson is preparing a meeting to be held in November or December on liver cancer, one of the Initiative’s areas of focus. The Program Director for the Inflammation and Cancer Initiative may be hired soon.
